Article 2 - Revised Joint Audit Code of Practice: Part 1

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	GUIDANCE FOR ACADEMIES:
Article 3 - Procedure for Dealing with Complaints about Academies
A new guidance document which outlines the procedure for dealing with complaints about academies has been published.  The document covers the YPLA’s responsibility to ensure academies comply with their funding agreement and how complaints which might arise in relation to breaches of the agreement will be dealt with.
